ÅRoughly 900 suicides per year in Georgia and 110-120 

are 10-24 year olds. 3-5 in Floyd County.  

Å3rd leading cause of death in 10-24 year age group 

after accidents and homicides. 

ÅUnderestimate ð some go unreported or 

miscategorized (single occupant MVA, poisonings 

with undetermined intent). 

ÅOne of every 3 youth suicides in Georgia are 

completed with a firearm owned by a family member.
