One cold Saturday afternoon, while I was browsing stores in the  Roswell  area I got 

inside Woodcraft store.  While watching Mr. Al in a workshop, I visualized  our teens, 

the DR3AMõRS,  in that workshop one day!  That visualization became a reality after 

meeting Mr. Steven Quehl, the owner of the store, and Mr. Al Trevillyan, the Woodcraft 

coordinator.   

On March 20th, our Clubhouse had the privilege to take our first DR3AMõRS  group to 

Woodcraft, Inc. At the beginning; the students were kind of worried when Mr. Al showed 

the use and safety of the machines and tools.  Once the students began the pen making 

process, and observed how a solid piece of wood (not a man -made composite or piece 

of plastic made to imitate wood) could be turned into a pen, that was a magical experi-

ence! The kids didnõt want to leave the workshop! Itõs the first time I have seen our 

teens working 2 ½ hours so engaged in what they were doing and without complaint.  

Young people have never had it easy, from real -life hardships in every day struggles. 

But, workshops like this one will definitely help to develop hands on training that may 

help our students in their future.  

We really appreciate Mr. Quehl for his pen donation, and the students learned a great 

deal from the instruction and kindheartedness of Mr. Al and Mr. Hatton. They are terrif-

ic working with students and overall wonderful teachers; they captivated their attention 

and had great charisma to deal with the youth.  

This pen workshop has taught our students that they can strive for excellence, by being 

creative, persistent and hard -working . They can  make a masterpiece with their hands 

if they only believe in themselves.  

On April 3, 2014 we took our second group 

of students to Woodcraft once again, it was 

a wonderful experience. A third DR3AMõRS 

group will attend the workshop very soon 

again, to help make more pens for our over-

seas soldiers.

they continue to pursue their 

career and higher education.

Throughout the six sessions the 

members unraveled dating val-

ues, expectations, and responsi-

bilities to not harm one another 

in a relationship. Many empower-

ing tools were given to the teens 

as they were engaged in group 

discussions and interactive 

games and tasks.

signs, bystander interventions and safety planning, among many 

others, were some of the topics covered on this nondiscriminato-

ry societal problem.

Bullying can make teens feel rejected and like no one is standing beside 

them. In these moments where everything seems bleak and when they feel 

alone the most, is when they most need to talk to their parents, school or 

church leaders, or an adult they can trust.  

When I was invited to talk about bullying at Universal, a local Latino church, 

I thought what do I do now?  What is bullying like these days? What do I say 

to my young audience between the ages of 9 -15?  

Bullying has always existed but, when I was a teen things were different.  I 

donõt recall one significant event about bullying myself! So, everything I 

know about bullying is because I read about it, watched TV programs or 

people talked about it.  

 I have been blessed since I met Viridiana, one of our girls in the Club-

house. I told her how I was feeling about my first talk about bullying and to 

my surprise she said that she was bullied herself, that she was intimidated 

constantly in school, and that her parents changed her from school to stop 

the harassment.  

I was stunned by her story, and invited her to talk about her bullying expe-

rience. It was a great adventure to listen to our speaker Viridiana talk about 

bullying in front of over 100 people. I am overjoyed visualizing her as a 

future leader or speaker.
